Counsellor Development Workshops are a requirement for students in Higher Education counselling courses 
who have studied through Flexible Delivery (See relevant Course Guide for more information).  
 

There are three workshops per course. Each workshop consists of one week of intensive exercises and 
activities, offering the opportunity to apply the skills and knowledge learned throughout your studies.  
 

Students should enrol in the workshops using the online enrolment system during the enrolment period for the 
preceding term (January workshops: Summer School enrolment period, May workshops: Term 1 enrolment 
period, September workshops: Term 2 enrolment period).  
 

While priority is given to students studying through Flexible Delivery, the workshops are also open to on-
campus students who wish to further consolidate their counselling skills (subject to availability).  
 

Please Note: Masters students can only attend the workshops at the Adelaide, Brisbane or Sydney campuses. 
Please note: Workshops are conducted Monday to Friday*, between 9am and 5pm and are free of charge.
